 It is so very crucial for Christians to read and listen to the Word 
of God, the Holy Bible. In our culture today, where even in churches 
there is a growing unfamiliarity with what God has spoken to us, we 
need a season of Biblical renewal.  By reading the Holy Bible we come 
to know God (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) and ourselves, and we come 
to understand God’s created world and the state of our being.  By 
reading the Bible we can learn about and experience: 
  

❖ God’s character, attributes, and desires   
❖ what makes us whole, brings us joy, and gives us purpose  
❖ how we are created to imitate God and be fully human  
❖ how to be victorious over and freed from Sin, death, and the devil 
❖ the Salvation, truth, grace, and gifts of God 
❖ living lives that are courageous, creative, and honor God 
❖ the Mission that God has given you and His Church 

 

What we learn and experience from reading the Holy Word of God is 
no small matter.  Rather, it has great and eternal significance to the 
world, our community, the Church, and our lives. 
 

 Over the next 35 weeks, I hope and pray that you will join God 
and the Church in this time of Biblical renewal.
